THE JUMPER
ON THE COVER

lacy stripes

THIS is a jumper that can see you
smartly through a very great
variety of occasions, both morning
and informal afternoon. It would be
as charming in navy and white or
nigger and white as in "the vivid
colour scheme shown on the cover.

MateriaLs:—Of Paton’s Super (or
Beehive) Scotch Fingering, 2-ply, 1
oz. white, 4 ozs. tomato (shade 53),
1 pair No. 10, 1 pair No. 11 “Inox”
knitting needles. (The No. 10 needles
require to be well-pointed.)

MEeasurReEMENTS:—Length, 17 ins.;
bust, 34 ins; sleeve seam, 19 ins.

TensioN: 8 stitches — one inch.

Tue PatTern: This consists of 4
rows. 1ST ROW: Plain. 2ND rRow: Slip
1 (for edge) * make 1 (put wool bet-
ween needles as if about to purl, then
take it right round the needle to purl
the next stitch) purl 3, pass 1st purled
stitch over the other 2, repeat from *,
ending purl 1. 3RD ROW: plain.
4TH ROW: purl. When working in the
two colours, knit 4 pattern rows in
red and 4 in white alternately.

THE BACK

With red wool and No. 11 needles
cast on 122 stitches. Work in ribbing
of k. 1, p. 1 for 6 inches, then change
to No. 10 needles and work in the
pattern for 5 inches, bringing you to
the armhole.

Cast off 6 stitches at beginning of
each of the next 2 rows, then k. 2 tog.
at each end of needle in every alternate
row in the next eight. Continue in
the pattern until work measures 16}
inches from commencement, Cast

off.

THE FRONT

Work exactly as for back until the
14th line of holes. Here divide the

and
leg-o’-mutton sleeves

stitches for the V neck, putting 61 on
a spare needle or stitch-holder and
continuing on the remaining 61 for
first side. Still working in the pattern,
k. 2 tog. at neck edge in every alternate
row until 32 stitches remain. Con-
tinue on these until work measures
17 inches from commencement.

Here shape for shoulder, on a row
beginning at neck edge and working
always in the pattern. I1ST, 2ND ROWS:
k. 24, turn, work back. 3RD, 4TH
rows: k. 16, turn, work back. s5TH,
6TH rows: k.8, turn, work back.
Cast off.

Work second side of neck to corres-
pond.

THE SLEEVE

With No. 11 needles and red wool,
cast on 7o stitches. Work in ribbing
of k. 1, p. 1 for g inches, then increase
to 107 stitches by knitting twice into
every alternate stitch in the next row
and into the first and last stitches in
the row after.

Changing to No. 10 needles, purl
one row. Now begin pattern and knit
4 rows in red and 4 rows in white
alternately for 10 inches. Cast off 8
stitches at beginning of each of the
next 2 rows, then k.2 tog. at each
end of every row until 20 remain.

Cast off in the 4th row of the white
stripe you are working.

THE COLLAR AND TIE

With red wool and No. 10 needles
cast on 27 stitches. This strip is
knitted in the pattern, 4 rows red and
4 rows white, always keeping a border
of 3 stitches inred (p. 1, k. 1, p. 1) at
beginning and end of every row. A
second ball of red is required for this.

Begin with 4 rows in red. In 5th
row, join the white wool at the 4th
stitch (after p. 1, k. 1, p. 1 in red) and
work in pattern with white wool for
21 stitches. Here join in the second
ball of red wool and p. 1, k. 1, p. 1 for
the border.

Continue working in this way for 36
inches and cast off in the 4th row
of a red stripe.

MAKING UP THE JUMPER

Press carefully. Sew up side and
sleeve seams; insert sleeves. Pin the
middle of the collar strip to centre
back of neck and sew round neck,
gathering very slightly at the back.
Cross the ends in front and catch into
position. Casting on 14 stitches with
red wool on No. 10 needles, work a
3-inch strip in pattern, and sew this
over the place where the ends of the
collar cross.
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
