MaTeRTALS:—Of Pearsall’s “Wind-
sor” Real Silk, 2 ozs. in grey (shade
150), 1 oz, in red (shade go), one
No. 10 crochet hook.

ABBREVIATIONS:—¢h.==chain; d.c.=

double crochet; st.=stitch; dec.=
decrease; inc.=increase; tr.—treble,

Note.—When working d.c. always
pass the hook through two threads of
the last d.c. Work all crochet on the
loose side.

THE CAP

Begin with a chain of 8 with grey
silk. Join into a circle with a slip
stitch and work 13 d.c. into this circle.
Next row: * 1 d.c. into the first
d.c., 2 d.c. into the nest d.c., repeat
from * all round. Next row: * 1 d.c.
into each of the first 5 d.c., 2 d.c. into
the next d.c. (6th), repeat from * all
round,

Repeat this last row until the work
measures 34 in. on the flat, then join
red silk (do not cut grey silk) and
work with red silk as follows:—

1sT ROW: 3 ch., 1 tr. into the first
d.c., 1 tr. into each of the next 2 d.c.,
* 1 ch,, miss 1 d.c., 1 tr into each of
the next 3 d.c.,, repeat from * all
round. (There should be 22 groups
of tr.) 2nND rRow: Take up grey silk,
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make * 4 ch., 1 d.c. between the 2
groups made in last row, repeat from
* all round. 3rD rRoOwW: Taking up red
silk again, work * 1 ch., 4 tr. into the
4 ch. of the previous row, repeat from
* all round. Repeat 2nd and 3rd rows.

Take up grey silk again and work
thus:—1sT rROW: * 1 d.c. into each
tr. of the previous row, and 1 d.c. in
the space between groups (5 d.c. in
all), repeat from * all round. 2nD
rROW: 1 d.c. into each d.c. 3RD AND
ATH ROWS: 1 d.c. into each of the first
5 d.c., 2 d.c. into the next d.c. (6th).

Take up red silk and repeat the
5 rows of pattern worked with red and
grey before. Take up grey silk and
work 4 more rows d.c. Take up red
silk and again work 5 rows of pattern.
Take up grey silk and work 14 rows
d.c., dec. in the 14th row by missing
every 1zth stitch. Finish with 6 more
rows d.c.

For the side loop of hat make a
long chain, using the grey silk double.
Thread up the side of the hat, passing
it under the rows of d.c. and over
centre row of each red pattern. Pass
through the hole at the top of the
hat, make three loops and sew neatly.
Place the hat on the head, pull one

TAM O" SHANTER

AND SCARF

The universally becoming tam
o’ shanter is in fashion again.
This particularly smart version
is crocheted in dull silk,
with a short scarf to match.
Cherry and grey is the colour
scheme of this original set.

side down, tam o' shanter fashion, and
pin into position. Finally stitch this
fold down.

THE SCARF

With grey silk work 41 ch. Miss
2 ch., * 1 d.c. into the next ch., repeat
from * to the end of the row. Turn
with 2 ch. Repeat last row 5 times.

Join the red silk and work with it
as follows: 1sT ROW: 3 ch. (this stands
for 1st tr.), 1 tr. into 2nd and 3rd d.c.,
* 1 ch, miss 1 d.c., 3 tr. into each of
the next 3 d.c., repeat from * all
round. (This should make 10 pattern
groups.) 28D row: Taking up grey
silk, 2 ch., 1 d.c. into the first treble,
* 3 ch., 1 d.c. between the groups of
the previous row, repeat from * to the
end, ending with 1 d.c. into the last
tr. Repeat these two rows until work
measures 14 in.

Make another piece in the same
way and join together (seam comes
at centre back). With red silk work
d.c. right round scarf (1 d.c. into each
stitch), For the loop, work 14 ch.
Work 1 d.c. into each ch. Repeat for
3 rows. Join this into a circle, slip
one end of the scarf through and
stitch the circle to it on the wrong
side about 7 in. from one end.
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
